I, William Standish, being duly sworn, deposes and says that:

1. On or about April 1, Netrix Inc., submitted a payment voucher for 50% of the total cost 
of demolition of the Salesian Mansion, less a 5%  retainage amount, described in a 
contract executed between Netrix and the Town of Goshen.

2. The voucher indicated that the first of two payments, or $147,655.65, was due under the 
aforementioned contract, and such payment due was confirmed by the Town’s engineer, 
in a letter from Dufresne-Henry, dated April 26, 2005.

3. It was my understanding that, as with all preceeding expenses relating to the development 
of the Salesian property, a bill would be sent to the Village of Goshen which would seek 
reimbursement of ½ of the aforementioned sum.

4. In accordance with the Town’s policy, voucher #2005-0951 for $147,655.65, was 
submitted to the Town Councilmen for approval within 30 days of its submission, and on 
or about April 28, 2005, Councilmen Lou Cappella, Ken Newbold and Doug Bloomfield, 
by affixing their signature to the voucher, duly certified and approved the payment of 
$147,655.65 to Nextrix, Inc. 

5. On April 29, 2005, I then wrote Check # 1011 for $147,655.55, payable to Nextrix, Inc.

6. However, on that same date, April 29, 2005, prior to the release of the check to Netrix, 
and in accordance with the practices and procedures of the Town, the Supervisor audited 
the voucher, previously aproved by the above mentioned three town councilmen, and 
indicated to me, that this particular Salesian-related expense was to be paid, ½ by the 
Village and ½ by the Town, rather than in full, with reimbursement by the Village at a 
later date.

7. I then marked the fully signed and duly executed voucher “1/2 to be pd. By Town, ½ to 
be pd. By Village,” and wrote a second check for $ 73,827.25, or ½ the total amount of 
the voucher.

8. Prior to the release of the second, smaller check to Netrix, the Supervisor, later in the day 
of April 29, 2005,  then advised me that, at the request of the Village Mayor, we would in 
fact, pay the full amount due Nextrix and seek reimbursement from the Village, pursuant 
to all previous practice.

9. Joan Perez, the Village Treasurer , by phone conversation, confirmed that the Mayor of 
the Village of Goshen preferred to have the Town pay Netrix the first payment due, and 
that the Village would then pay the second payment due, which would be made in the 
Village’s 2005-2006 fiscal year.

10. I then crossed out the handwritten notation made on the voucher, as described in #6 
above and authorized the release of check # 1011 for $ 147,655.65 to Nextrix, as 



originally approved by Councilmen Cappella, Bloomfield and Newbold, which check I 
had not yet destroyed.
